Our family has lived in Lamont County  for 5 generations of Maschmeyers and 6 generations of Hennigs – at least 105 years.

Bruderheim Valley is not very wide –It consists of  2 miles north and 2 miles south of Bruderheim- so 4 miles wide of fertile soil.  The climate is different in the valley – not the extreme cold or extreme  wet but very productive. Very seldom do we have crop failure.

I was on the committee that opposed the Chipman Garbage Dump. It was a long way from my farm but transportation could have gone by the farm.  I do not believe Lamont County should be a dump.

The DUST, NOISE, INCREASED TRAFFIC that a HAZCO plant would reap would make the County a disaster waiting to happen. The TRAFFIC now is bad enough.  Ed Stelmach lives in the NE corner of the county and travels Highway 16 to Edmonton..  Although Hwy 45 is closer, he travels to Hwy 16 because it is safer and faster to get to Edmonton.  
Members on this committee, how do you travel to Edmonton?  
If the plant comes here, there will be more traffic to deal with.

I have never seen so many people opposed to a plant before.  Take a look at those opposed- doctors, engineers, and people working in other plants, farmers, and residents of the 2 towns. This should tell the committee something. These people have lots more things to do besides attending meetings.

My farmstead is 2 miles south of Bruderheim.  I watched the mountain grow at the fertilizer plant near Redwater.  40 years ago that plant did not need to expand its waste .    Now it is a mountain of waste.  It is big and getting bigger. If Hazco is built here and the sulphur is headed to Lamont, when there is no sale for it, will they stop shipping it here?  I don’t believe so.  There will be a mountain of yellow sulphur that you will be able to see from Bruderheim, Lamont, Lamont County office and county shop.  , and from hwy 15.  Anyone who does not think this could happen also believes in the Tooth Fairy, Santa, The Rabbit and the Stork.
A few years ago an oil company drilled 4 wells next to my pasture where my cattle were grazing.  They pumped oil into the tanks and let the gas escape. In the summer as I checked my cattle and smelled the gas , I wondered if Vibo Ludwig had a point. One evening in fall I was combining next to the pasture.  I was in the cab of the combine, and I couldn’t stand the gas smell.  I finally got hold of the EUB and eventually got the wells shut in.  They had to stop producing oil until the oil company put in  a different flaring system ½ mile away.  In the spring we lost 2 cows, had 3 cows abort their calves, and we had 5 open cows.  Our cow herd consists of 30 bred cows  so we lost 1/3 of our calf income for that year.  We blame these losses on the gas emitted from the adjacent wells.  We  did not get a red cent from the oil company.  We were supposed to prove the losses were from the gas.  That spring  I  found out Vibo was right.  There is considerable damage to animals from gas.

This was devastating to say the least.  My son, Gerald, and I don’t have any off farm income.  We make all our living from the land. We have been raising pure bred pigs for close to 50 years.  We have sold pigs across Canada , into the US and around the world. The fans in the hog barns are running 24 hours 7 days a week.  If there were an emergency, we would not be able to shut down the fans quickly enough to prevent damage to the animals.    In a crisis I could not move all my pigs and cattle out of harms way.  They would die or be sick.  Would I get compensated for them?  I spent all my life building up this herd.  Money could not replace the genetics I have worked so hard to get in place.
Heartland has this buy out program that will be based on appraisals.  The value of our land would certainly drop. No one in their right mind would buy my land for what it is worth.  I don’t want to be compensated for the land.  Farming is my livelihood; and  my son and my grandchildren after me .  I have worked all my life to build up a farming business of cattle, pigs and grain.  I am unable to relocate and start again.  If Hazco builds here, the pollution, dust, and  traffic will all have a negative impact on the value of the land.  My son and I have our whole lives invested in this land.
I am 75 years of age.  I want to leave a heritage for my county, my children and grandchildren. Members of the committee you are proud of the county; otherwise you wouldn’t be on this committee.  You must leave the County so your children, grand children, neighbors; and the county residents will be proud of you.


This land that is proposed for the plant is very valuable with 2 railroads , close to other plants...  Be patient, we will get something better.  We deserve something better.
