1.     I believe the health risks of having a sulphur storage and processing plant as our immediate neighbor   have not been fully explored.  HAZCO has not provided case studies  to back their claims that there will be no damage to residents of the area. When there are emissions from the sulphur , a fire perhaps, there would be gas fog all around.  The damage to us and to our livestock would be devastating.  Our whole livelihood depends on the farm.  Some of the land is within 1 mile of the proposed Hazco site. The railroad which will service the site travels through our land.  There is always a chance of a spill. Our livestock depend on the grain and hay produced on these lands.  A disaster at a near by sulphur plant would impact our whole operation.  We aren’t always immediately near the barns to stop the incoming air which would be necessary to prevent the animals being destroyed.  Some of the animals are always outside so  they could not be protected if there was a gas fog over us.  We might be compensated at $ per animal but never could the genetics be duplicated.  It has taken 50 years of breeding and selecting to develop this breeding herd. 
2. I feel that being exposed to sulfur would be detrimental to my own health. Having a sulphur plant that close to the towns of Bruderheim and Lamont will discourage people from moving here. People will be wary of the health effects of sulphur emissions.  We don’t know the long term effect that living close to a plant will have. The residents of this area have enough lung problems with the plants to the west of us.  Allowing Hazco to develop in this location would be  an irresponsible  decision that could harm or  reduce our quality of life.
3. The land proposed as a site for the plant is a very valuable piece of real estate.  If HAZCO develops here it will discourage further development close at hand .  The 2 plants that are here already are not happy with the prospect of having Hazco for a neighbor.  Hazco will provide very few jobs and we have no idea how much revenue from taxes will come to the County as they have not provided details of their construction buildings. This section of land could house  more industry than just a sulphur storage and processing plant, but because Hazco has not provided impacts as a result of secondary emissions which cause severe corrosion; other industry will be hesitant to develop here.  How can MPC make a responsible decision based on limited information?
For these reasons , I urge you to say No to Hazco
